The Importance of Our Heart
Watching the video “Pirates of the Caribean” I saw the scene where 3 people were fighting over a treasure chest with the heart of Davy Jones.  But what is so important about the heart?   More importantly, why is everyone out to capture your heart?  
Here’s 5 reasons our heart is so important:

1. The heart reveals what we value  (the secret is.. our heart IS the treasure chest)
Luke 12:34 - For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.  

2.  God looks at the heart, not the outward appearance

1 Sam 16:7 Man looks at the outward appearance, but the LORD looks at the heart." 

3. Our heart produces good and/or evil  
Luke 6:45 A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart brings forth evil. 

4. Obedience comes from the heart

Rom 6:17-18 - … though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed from the heart, that form of doctrine to which you were delivered. 

5. The faith that saves us, comes from the heart.

Rom 10:9-10 If you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.  For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

Our treasures (what we value) are seen in our priorities

Time – where a person commits their time to

Efforts – where a person commits their efforts to

Money – where you spend or invest your money

Words – what you say, reveals what is inside your heart

What’s in your wallet… ah, I mean, your treasure chest?

The Auction of Your Heart
